· Letter from Applicant: A personal letter stating number of years affiliation with NM FCCLA.
· Essay: No more than two (2) handwritten or one (1) typed page(s) describing qualifications and desire to receive scholarship.
· Letter from Parents/Guardian: This letter must indicate approval of application and may contain evidence of financial need.
· Letters of Endorsement: No more than three (3) letters from school and community individuals who support the application.
